e Crackin the cliff Hint: the deepest place inside of us, something hidden, a
doorway to another understanding, source of knowledge and understanding, inner
thoughts

e Ancestral packrat home Hint: connections to the past, family history, reminders of

connections to others and who we are, the value of each of us in a community
e Grandma Mimi Hint: wisdom, truth, power, endurance, strength, love

e Mirror Hint: a way to see ourselves, seeing our inner beauty,
reminding ourselves of our uniqueness and power, facing ourselves

e Owl Hint: mystery, wisdom, seeing the big picture
e Snake Hint: survival, transformation, change, disruption, power
e Red toy bulldozer Hint: inspiration, creativity, beauty, exploration, power,

uniqueness, the individual, beginnings

e Lucky quills Hint: luck, good fortune, reminders of something positive
and happy, friendship, abundance

e Thunderstorms Hint: cleansing, starting anew, preparation for a journey
